House-Building Threat - Ask your MP to sign EDM 645

The Government is proposing very large amounts of housebuilding. In this region excessive housebuilding targets in the Shires would not only lead to countryside being sacrificed, it would not solve the problem of balancing urban and rural regeneration and reversing the outward migration of population into the countryside. It is, therefore, essential that environmental goals are at the centre of housing policy.

To encourage this Early Day Motion (EDM) 645 calls on the Government to take account of the environmental implications of its housebuilding plans. The EDM is an endorsement of the recommendations in the recent report from the Environmental Audit Committee, called Housing: Building a Sustainable Future.

If enough MPs sign the EDM, the Government will feel pressure to respond to its requests.
